It may be homemade, specially-designed, modified,
or made commercially available.

 Assistive technology (AT) is anything that helps
a student/person do a task

« Three types of assistive technology (AT)
@ 1. Low-Tech—easy to do it yourself

Oa2. Mid-Tech—may be provided by school or
available to borrow from ATRC

Os. High-Tech—find out how to access/get
built-in tools with the tech you have

Scheduling/Time Management
« Google Calendar: keep track of when class starts and due
dates—practically anything time sensitive—and set
reminders to alert you

Writing
 Text-to-speech: hear text read aloud

Auditory Processing, Reading Comprehension, Dyslexia

» Speak Selection: listen to the words on screen, with
customizable rate of speech, word tracking

« Type with your voice: translate speech to text

* Invert colors: improves screen clarity with higher contrast

« Zoom magnify anything on the screen
